This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	[bookmark: _GoBack]At Sherwell Valley Primary School, we are committed to delivering a high-quality music curriculum across all year groups. Each student receives one hour of music instruction per week, utilizing the online platform ‘Charanga,’ which is aligned with the Model Music Curriculum. Throughout their time at Sherwell Valley, students are exposed to a diverse range of musical genres and instruments, and they regularly engage in activities that include appraising, composing, and performing music. As an inclusive institution, we make necessary adaptations and provisions to ensure that all students can fully participate in and benefit from our music program.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	At Sherwell Valley Primary School, we take pride in offering students opportunities to deepen their passion for music through a range of instrumental lessons available outside the standard curriculum. Students may enroll in additional lessons for the following instruments:
· Piano
· Keyboard
· Guitar
· Ukulele
· Recorder
We also provide singing lessons conducted by a qualified vocal instructor. These lessons are offered at competitive rates, with discounts available for students who participate in pairs or small groups. Additionally, pupils who qualify for Pupil Premium may be eligible for financial assistance to help cover the cost of these lessons.
Our school also hosts a Performing Arts club, which works throughout the academic year to produce a show that is presented to parents and the community during the Summer Term. This opportunity is open to all students in Years 5 and 6 and may be extended to Year 4 students depending on availability. The show features a variety of performance opportunities, including solo parts, duets, and group performances as part of a chorus or choir. Additionally, students have the chance to take on technical roles, such as managing music, microphones, and lighting effects.
Plans are also underway to establish a school choir, with details regarding age groups and participation numbers to be finalized.



Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	At Sherwell Valley Primary School, we are continually seeking ways to enhance the opportunities we provide to students for broadening their knowledge and experience of music. Singing is an integral part of our assemblies, allowing students to experience the power of collective music-making and fostering a strong sense of community.
During the Christmas season, we invite parents to attend performances that vary according to the age groups of the students. Some performances take place within the familiar environment of our school, while older students have the opportunity to perform in a larger setting, such as a local church. This year, we plan to extend the sharing of our curriculum learning with parents by organizing year-group performances where students will showcase the songs they have learned throughout the year.
Additionally, our school boasts a staff band that performs at various school events, including the annual Year 6 leavers' lunch. This provides an excellent opportunity for students to see their teachers as musicians and performers, reinforcing positive role modeling.
We also maintain strong connections with local schools, which have led to an annual visit from Year 11 and Year 13 bands from a nearby secondary school. These bands perform a concert for our Key Stage 2 students, an event that has quickly become one of the most eagerly anticipated occasions of the year.



In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	We are keen to get our school choir set up and actively involved in the school and wider community. We understand the positive impact that a group of children singing can have for everyone involved and would like to provide this opportunity to our children and share their talents wider where possible. 
We would also be keen to develop more opportunities for our children to witness and enjoy live music of some form.
